Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, October 1, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Juan Ornelas, Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik & Tony Dillon.  

Channing Balmes spoke under public comment on behalf of the Miles Empowerment Association, letting council know that all the money has come in for the playground project and the equipment will soon be ordered and installed.

Cherry Kasberg with the Miles EDC presented council with the dates for Cobblestone Christmas and asked that they close the 1st block of East 2nd street between Robinson and Groves on Saturday, December 1, 2018.  Juan Ornelas made the motion to approve this.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Cherry Kasberg also presented council with the mosaic art project the EDC would like to do and is asking for the council to approve the expenses that their board approved up to $2500, for supplies.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve this expense.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the September 4, 2018 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,592,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,014,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,800,300 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,531,300 gallons. There were 3 water leaks, 
1 meter & 1 curb stop changed and 1 water tap installed.

Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 17 calls for 
service, 2 traffic accidents, 52 traffic stops, 49 citations & 3 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 50 cases filed, 37 cases disposed and 1 case appealed.
There was no code enforcement report.
Mayor Schwertner updated council on the paving status.    

Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the 2017-2018 budget amendments as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Jane Jeschke made the motion to appoint Amy Fischer as Financial investment officer, Treasurer and Chief Financial officer for the 2018-2019 fiscal year.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Juan Ornelas made the motion to hire Webb CPA as auditor for the 2018-2019 fiscal year.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the dispatch services agreement with Runnels County for 2018-2019.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the firefighting contract and agreement with Runnels County for 2018-2019.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the purchase of a new city truck.  Matter was tabled until the next meeting.

Council discussed the option of acquiring a tractor shredder.  No action was taken.

Council discussed the repairs needed to the back wall of the Weatherby Hall.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the expenses as presented to repair the hall.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  
Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed continued sidewalk replacement.  Matter was tabled until a later date.


Council discussed the Hwy 67 Gin land use agreement that expired.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to renew this with the same agreements except with no end date and a 90 day notice to withdraw on either party.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the ordinance authorizing special events/street closure by permit.  No action was taken.

Next regular meeting is set for Monday, November 5, 2018 at 6:30 p.m.
