Public Hearing

A Public hearing was opened at 6:30 p.m. to review the City of Miles Juvenile Curfew Ordinance; to determine the need to re-adopt, abolish, continue or modify the ordinance.  Council discussed this ordinance with concerned community members that didn’t understand this ordinance was in effect.  The ordinance has been amended several times over the years but the original was the only information on the website.  Council agreed that the new amendment that will be adopted in December will encompass any previous changes so there is no misunderstanding with the community.  It was determined that there have been no issues with curfew violators, but the City needs this ordinance to remain in effect in case any issues arise.  The city attorney will draft the amended ordinance for review and adoption at the December meeting.  The public hearing was closed at 6:42.

Jackie Meyers gave the Council a presentation about the FCCLA program at Miles ISD.  
She explained the value of the program, upcoming presentations and awards received.
4. Discuss funding and consider action for the reconstruction of Robinson St. (FM 1692) from Railroad Ave. to 3rd St.

Representatives from Centurion Planning & Design were here to discuss options for possible reconstruction of Robinson Street.  They, along with the Mayor, presented information on a meeting with TXDOT officials, grant options, and beatification options for downtown.

6. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 746,700 gallons from San Angelo and 1,256,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,483,507 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,143,100 gallons. There were no water leaks; no taps and no sewer service calls.  He updated council on the building updates at Weatherby Hall and weather proofing the water houses.
b. Police Department: Officer Tim Proctor reported that there were 41 calls for service, 6 offense reports, 1 arrest, 2 traffic accidents, 116 traffic stops, 90 citations & 26 warnings. 
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 71 new cases filed, 58 cases disposed.
d. City Secretary:  City election is tomorrow, Tuesday November 2nd; Grant updates and expressed the need for hiring a grant administrator to facilitate the current grant.
e. Mayor and council public comments or reports:  Mayor Travis McMillan commented that this is his last meeting and he appreciates the council members and everything they have accomplished together and that he loves this City.  Jane Jeschke expressed gratitude to Travis McMillan and thanked him for all his hard work for the City.
