Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, February 1, 2021 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles Weatherby Hall due to Covid-19 precautions, with Mayor Travis McMillan presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney, Larry Gilbert and Kirk Boatright.

There was no public comment.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the January 4, 2021 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Under reports:  
Alan Truelove gave the Water Superintendent report.  The city used 1,019,936 gallons from San Angelo and 1,002,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,845,200 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,613,866 gallons. There were 2 water leaks and 1 curb stop changed.
Chief Quentin Watkins gave the Police Department reports. For December 2020, there were 32 calls for service, 6 offense reports, 1 traffic accident, 52 traffic stops, 48 citations & 4 warnings. For January 2021, there were 28 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 8 traffic stops,       6 citations & 2 warnings.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 18 new cases filed; 37 cases disposed; and 9 warrants issued.
Mayor Travis McMillan reported that all the council got their packets electronically and paper this month and made sure with each member that receiving packets electronically would work for them.

Council discussed a proposal to purchase a remote antenna for water meter maintenance.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve this purchase.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Council discussed a proposal to contract out repairs for the 4th street well to make an overhead spout.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve this project.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Council discussed bulk water sales and considered a policy or ordinance for regulation.  Staff will work up policy topics and the matter will be addressed at the next meeting.
Council discussed selling or leasing City land along Railroad Street from Thiele to Lewin to Lone Star Diesel.  More information is needed.  No action was taken.
Council discussed remodeling part of the back of Weatherby Hall to be utilized by the Water department.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the project.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
Council discussed and reviewed a game room ordinance amendment to allow for bi-annual tag fee payments. Under public comment, Jeff Davis spoke stating again that is against the large increase in tag fees.  He feels that the tag fees are way out of range of being reasonable for City requirements.  There was no other discussion.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve ordinance #02012021 as presented.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed extending the Game room tag late fee date for 2021 due to ordinance amendments.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve an extension to the 2021 late fee until March 15th.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the Covid-19 extra sick time allowances that expired 12-31-20.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to allow any unused time be able to be used for Covid-19 purposes only.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
After discussion, Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve a resolution to award Enprotec / Hibbs & Todd with a contract to provide Texas CDBG application and project-related professional engineering services for the 2021-2022 Texas Community Development Block Grant Community Development Fund project.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
Council discussed the condition of downtown Robinson Street.  Mayor Travis McMillan wanted to know what the thoughts were from council and how the city should move forward with trying to get anything done.  All council spoke in favor of pursuing TXDOT to do something with repairs to the highway.  The Mayor suggested polling the community and will pursue this matter in ways that he can.
Casey McCartney made the motion to go into Executive session at 7:23 p.m. to discuss Runnels County in-trust property.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to come out of Executive session at 7:49 p.m.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

The next regular City Council meeting was set for March 1, 2021.
