1. Call to order

With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Pitt called the regular 
session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:31 p.m. on Monday, March 7, 2022 in the 
Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Janice Alexander led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Presentation of Film Friendly Certificate by the Texas Film Commission 

Governor Greg Abbott announced that the City of Miles, having completed the multi-step 
training and certification process, has been designated as a Film Friendly Texas community 
by the Texas Film Commission.  The City was presented a Certificate by Kim Leblanc with 
the Texas Film Commission/Office of the Governor and Chandra Eggemeyer with the 
Economic Development & Tourism/Office of the Governor.
4. Public Comment

5. Discuss/action on expanding sewer plant water irrigation system

Council and water superintendent, Alan Truelove discussed water irrigation runoff problems 
and possible solutions for the sewer plant property.  Leon Braden from the Lipan-Kickapoo 
Water Conservation District was here to speak on this item.  Mr. Braden wanted the Council 
to be aware of the ongoing problem and that he would assist the city in any way that he 
could.

MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to purchase the sprinklers and supplies 
needed to move the water over a broader area as discussed.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  
Motion carried 4-0.

MOTION: Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
7. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 916,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,602,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,502,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,127,000 gallons. There were 4 water leaks, 1 water tap, 2 sewer taps and 2 sewer service calls.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 32 calls for service, 5 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accidents, 180 traffic stops, 125 citations & 55 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 127 new cases filed, 86 cases disposed, 1 appeal to County Court and 10 warrants filed.
8. Discuss water & sewer project updates and action on items that need attention and expense approval
a. Kasberg addition water line loop – Alan updated council where he is with the planning of this project.  He will begin this project as soon as possible.
b. Electrical supply needs at the water plant – It was reported that an actual stand-alone generator was not being required by TCEQ, only a plug and transfer switch.  The idea of purchasing a generator was dismissed and Alan will have the electrical work performed as needed.

9. Discussion/action – maintenance vehicle usage, fuel consumption and department operating hours 


Because of the ever increasing fuel and supply costs, council discussed vehicle usage, fuel 


consumption and department operating hours with the water superintendent.  Council directed 


Alan to limit and/or stop some vehicle usage and be aware of unneeded excess travel.  Council 


also reviewed the maintenance hours that have been adopted for the department.  Alan is to make 

sure his department goes back to the approved hours of operation.



MOTION:  Casey McCartney made the motion to approve installation of a vehicle 



tracking system to the 3 maintenance department vehicles.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  



Motion carried 4-0.
10. Discussion/action – review bids and approve the purchase of a sewer jet machine


Review and discussion but no action was taken until more information is received.

11. Discussion/action on animal impound facility upgrade needs


Police Chief Watkins discussed with council animal impound facility needs.




MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve researching and implementing 



plans to upgrade our animal impound facilities.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion 



carried 4-0.

12. Discussion/action on animal control personnel and supply needs



Police Chief Watkins explained what is needed in order for the department to be able 


purchase animal impound supplies and tranquilizer equipment.  Officer Procter has 


volunteered to go to a class in order to obtain an animal control medication license.
