1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Tammy Pitt, called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, July 3, 2023 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Jane Jeschke led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment
None
4. Michael Janousek with requests for speed bumps and resolutions regarding traffic and speeding issues on 8th street 
Michael explained traffic and speeding concerns on 8th street.  He stated several of the home owners have expressed their concerns and would like to get together and purchase speed bumps if the city would allow it.  Council discussed the issues and talked about resolutions.  The 1st step that the council agreed upon is to post speed limit signs to remind citizens of the speed limit.
MOTION:  Kirk Boatright made the motion to purchase and install 4 - 30 mph speed limit signs for 8th street.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
5. Patrick & Nancy Kvapil with request for resolutions regarding 18-wheeler truck traffic and speeding issues on Elm Street

Nancy explained problems with 18-wheeler traffic and all vehicle speeding issues on Elm Street.  She stated that several of the property owners have expressed concerns and they would like for something to be done to help control the traffic and speeding issues.  They would also like the city to consider restricting large truck traffic on city streets.  Council discussed all the concerns with Mr. & Mrs. Kvapil and their daughter Lisa Lyckman, and talked about resolutions.  The 1st step that the council agreed upon is to post speed limit signs to remind citizens of the speed limit.
MOTION:  Jane Jeschke made the motion to purchase and install 4 – 30 mph speed limit signs for Elm Street.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
6. Discussion/action on Miles Young Farmers building permit for an addition that would go into an area that the city paved, known as Groves Street.

Council discussed this matter with the city attorney.  The building permit will be processed as normal and approved because they are building on their property.  The city will look at the street and traffic issue to determine if any relocating or resurfacing of the street needs to be done at a later date.  
No formal action was taken.
7. Discussion/action with Lance Michalewicz regarding the resolution of ownership issues with city streets 
Lance talked to council along with the city attorney and discussed ownership issues of 3rd street. He wants to make sure 3rd street is a city owned street and that the properties that he 

and several other people have obtained, won’t have an easement problem.  
Lance is currently working on obtaining surveys of his properties.  According to some information that was obtained, there is a 60 foot “no named” area between properties.  To the city this seems to represent the paved area known as 3rd street and the city has been maintaining it.  The city will review his surveys and determine if any street dedications will need to be made at a later date.  
No formal action was taken.
8. Discussion/action with City Attorney on ownership issues and questions with any paved streets 

Council discussed several paved street ownership issues that have been found, with the city attorney.  It is our understanding, that the city paved these streets originally, they have been used for all public intent and purposes, the city has been maintaining or can maintain them.  If any residents would like for any public access areas to be taken off of their surveyed tax roll, then they would need to re-survey and remove those extra feet from their land and dedicate the area to the city.  The city could help residents with the dedication process.  

No formal action was taken.
9. Miles Economic Development with request for a project expense approval, that consists of the funding of up to $3500.00 to help Los Carlos with upgrades to the heating & cooling system.

MOTION:  Michael Janousek, on behalf of the Miles EDC, presented this project that their board approved.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve this project as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
10. Discussion/action to install a pipe for personal water well use across 8th street at the Lewin/Jackson intersection – for the Herrings.
Council discussed this proposal.  This pipe would be just an open pipe for the property owner to feed their hose or other pipe through in order for them to use their water well on the adjacent property, for watering purposes only.  Council agreed that the underground pipe would need to be from property line to property line and they would need to provide the pipe and supplies and pay for the machine and labor service, to be set at $1000.00.
MOTION:  Janice Alexander made motion to approve this project as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

MOTION: Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
12. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:  Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,191,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,560,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,422,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 932,000 gallons.  There were 2 water leaks and 1 sewer service call.
b. Police Department:  Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 45 calls for service, 10 offense reports, 123 traffic stops, 88 citations & 35 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 92 new cases filed, 95 cases disposed,

1 appeal and 12 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  On 6-19-23, the city received a street closure request for today, July 3rd from 3 pm to 12 pm for the 4th block of 7th street, for a July 4th event.  The mayor approved it, because it wasn’t turned in with ample time to get it on a public agenda.  Runnels County night out will be Tuesday, August 1st from 5:30 to 8:00 p.m.  This event is for a public fire and law enforcement service appreciation night.  More details to come.
e. Mayor or City council:  none
13. Discussion/action – open and review sealed bids for Coleman well property lease  
The Mayor opened 1 bid that was received.

MOTION:   Paul Sklenarik made the motion to lease the Coleman well property out to Quentin Watkins for $200 per year for renewal every 5 years.  Kirk Boatright seconded.
