5. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,600,000 gallons from San Angelo and 2,510,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 242,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 280,000 gallons. There were 5 water leaks, 1 curb stop changed and 2 sewer service calls.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 33 calls for service,            5 offense reports, 229 traffic stops, 184 citations & 45 warnings.  Update on animal holding pen planning.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 179 new cases filed and 150 cases disposed.
6. Discuss water & sewer project updates and action on items that need attention and expense approval
a. Replacing 6” steel water line on 2nd street from Boykin to Thomson.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve expenses for this project as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
b. W/S helper certifications and pay raises – Alan reported that Cory and Kris got their sewer license.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve a $1.00 per hour raise for each helper, as budgeted.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
c. Providing sewer jetting machine services to customers for a charge.  Casey McCartney made the motion to approve the department to use the sewer jetting machine on private citizens’ service lines for a $100.00 charge.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
