Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Tuesday, August 3, 2020, in the Weatherby Hall instead of the City Hall, due to Covid-19 precautions, with Mayor Travis McMillan calling the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright, Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik and Larry Gilbert.

There was no public comment.

Under the agenda item that pertains to public discussion regarding game room businesses in Miles and ordinance amendments.  Danette Buntyn spoke letting the council know that the business on the highway looks like they are putting up some kind of fence.  She is wondering if a permit was issued and what kind of fence they are building.  She is concerned that a fence would cover up visibility to the inside of the building through windows.  Council member Casey McCartney reiterated that some of the adjacent property owners suggested they have a fence put up to block their business from the residential area.  Regan Dillon asked why they are allowed to be open at all because of COVID-19.  He said it looks like “Our Time” is occupied at overcapacity because of the amount of cars that are there at one time.  Mayor McMillan explained that the business had been watching their capacity, but that the City will be vigilant on enforcement.   Lisa Lyckman asked if more businesses like that can come here.  It was explained that law abiding businesses are allowed to be here.  Cherry Kasberg asked if the City contacted other law enforcement and prosecutors to see if there was a way around allowing these kinds of businesses here.  Mayor McMillan reiterated that the City has contacted other officials and done their due diligence to figure out that law abiding businesses can be here. Until there is illegal activity, there is nothing the City can do to stop them from opening and operating a lawful business.  There was no other community discussion.

Council discussed and reviewed the game room ordinance #08032020-1 amending the original ordinance #02032020.  Kirk Boatright made the motion to approve an ordinance of the city council of the City of Miles, Texas, amending ordinance no. 02032020 which regulates game rooms and amusement redemption machines by amending the renewal fee, tag fee, hours of operation, the occupation tax, requirements for application, regulations on hours of operation of game rooms; providing for severability; providing a repealing clause; and providing an effective date.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed and reviewed ordinance # 08032020-2 abandoning portions of 3rd street between blocks 31 & 32.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve an ordinance of the City of Miles, Texas, vacating and abandoning portions of 3rd street between blocks 31 and 32 as detailed in the attached exhibit “a” incorporated herein for all purposes and in the City of Miles, Texas; declaring that such property is unnecessary for use by the public; authorizing the mayor or mayor pro tem of the City of Miles, Texas to execute a quitclaim deed releasing public ownership, interest and control of said portions; providing for the repeal of all ordinances in conflict; providing a severability clause; and providing an effective date.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0 with Larry Gilbert abstaining.

Council discussed and reviewed a deed from Mac and Lisa Lyckman for a .13 acre tract of property generally located west of Lewin Street at its intersection with Third Street, within the city limits of the City of Miles, Texas.  Paul Sklenarik made a motion to accept this deed as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed and reviewed a quitclaim deed to Mac and Lisa Lyckman for property described as a 0.067 and 0.076 acre of land known as former Third Street, Robinson Addition in the Town of Miles, Runnels County, Texas.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to authorize the Mayor to execute the quitclaim deed as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the July 7, 2020 regular and July 14, 2020 special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  
Motion carried 5-0.
 
      Under reports: 
Mayor report:  Travis McMillan reported on the updated Covid-19 numbers for the city and county.  As of today there are 35 active cases in Runnels County with 2 being in Miles.  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,397,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,880,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 768,970 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 69,610 gallons. There were 5 water leaks; 1 water and sewer tap and 5 sewer service calls. 
Chief Quentin Watkins gave the Police Department report.  There were 25 calls for service, 6 offense reports, 53 traffic stops, 50 citations & 3 warnings. Mayor McMillan let the Chief know that there have been reports of semi-trucks speeding through town on Robinson Street and Larry Gilbert reported that he sees small children driving golf carts across the highway.  Lisa Lykman asked to speak regarding a traffic concern.  She was allowed to explain that the traffic that speeds down Lewin Street is terrible and has been terrible since they moved here.  She just wanted the City to know that even local residents speed terribly down this road.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 56 new cases filed; 28 cases disposed 2 appeals, and 14 arrest warrants.   

Council discussed and reviewed information on Scada System Upgrades.  After discussion, council tabled this item until more information is received.

Council discussed and reviewed information for sewer plant pump replacement.  After discussion, council tabled this item until more information is received.

Jane Jeschke made a motion to order the November 3, 2020 election.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jane Jeschke made a motion to appoint Shanna Smith as early voting clerk for the November 3, 2020 election.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed sidewalk repair & replacement.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve estimate #82655 with Liberty concrete to finish the sidewalk project along Robinson Street.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council reviewed and discussed 2019-2020 budget amendments.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve budget amendments as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

The budget workshop date is confirmed for 8-10-20. 
Next regular meeting is set for Tuesday, September 8, 2020 at 6:30 p.m. because of the holiday on Monday, September 7th.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to adjourn.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
