Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, August 7, 2017 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik, Juan Ornelas, Tony Dillon and Jane Jeschke.  

There was no public comment.

Joanna Jackson, our code enforcement officer was here to discuss the substandard structure report and gave the council an update on compliance.


Jason Gentry was here to talk to council again about his ditch that the city sprayed and killed.  He is complaining that there are now weeds and some grass growing back in the area that was sprayed.  He would like to understand how the City is going to take care of the ditches in the future.  The Council explained that the area is city right-of-way and the city will spray 2-3 times per year to maintain the pavement.  The Mayor explained that residents are to take responsibility to maintain their own ditches and alleys.  The City will spray periodically to try to maintain the pavement.


Katrina Torres was here to update the Council on the status of the park plans.  Council discussed property that the City is willing to donate.  They discussed parking.  Representatives from the M.E.A. will come back to the next meeting with more layout plans. 

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the July 3, 2017 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
 

Council reviewed bids and discussed hiring a contractor to level 112 N. Robinson with limestone road base.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to table this project.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
      Under reports:  
Cory Petrey gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,581,000 gallons from San Angelo and 745,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 792,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 525,000 gallons.  

Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 23 calls for 
service, 11 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 112 traffic stops, 94 citations &18 warnings. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 92 cases filed and 64 cases disposed & 3 appeals.  

Amy Fischer gave the secretary report.  Update on the electrical upgrade in City Hall.  Contact has been made with Ballinger about them ripping up a road for us with their machine.  They are discussing the proposal to do that for us with the City Manager and will get back with us. 
There was no ordinance violation report.

Council discussed the use and maintenance of City equipment and vehicles.  Council discussed 

keeping all the City equipment locked and secured.  Updates to the job descriptions will be made.  
 
Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the Miles EDC nominations for the 2017-2018 board, being Cherry Kasberg, Donna Glass and Elaine Baca.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to order the November 7, 2017 election.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve Julia Miller as early voting clerk.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Budget workshop was set for Monday, August 14, 2017 at 6:00 pm and if needed to continue on Tuesday, August 15, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.  Next regular meeting is set for Tuesday, September 5, 2017 at 6:30 p.m. 


Juan Ornelas made the motion to adjourn.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
