3. Public Comment
Gary Petrey spoke regarding the bricks on Robinson Street.  He said they were laid by his great-great grandfather and his crew.  He informed council that there is a tool that can be used to pull up the bricks and patch under them.  This idea would be cheaper than having TxDot pave over them.

a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 934,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,105,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 2,650,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,324,000 gallons. There was 1 water leak 
and 2 sewer service calls.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 38 calls for service, 6 offense reports, 1 arrest, 61 traffic stops, 47 citations & 14 warnings.  He gave a brief update on the jail closing status.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 46 new cases filed, 49 cases disposed.
d. City Secretary:  Amy Fischer reported that the selection process of the Runnels County appraisal district board of directors has completed and the directors for the 2024-2025 term are: Justin Busenlehner, Benjamin Clayton, Alvin Dunn, Johnny Pritchard and Greg Schwertner.
e. Mayor or council:  1) Janice Alexander reported that some of the Christmas lights on the downtown buildings have not been working.  She is wondering about the upkeep of this EDC project.  2) Jane Jeschke reported that the MEA has been awarded another grant for $20,000 for the recreation court project.
