a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 808,438 gallons from San Angelo and 1,480,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,570,385 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,035,100 gallons. There was 1 water tap.  
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 23 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 2 arrests, 0 traffic accidents, 142 traffic stops, 104 citations & 38 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 104 new cases filed and 61 cases disposed.
