5. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Cory Petrey reported that the city used 1,101,000 gallons from San Angelo and 825,000 gallons from wells.  Total gallons billed was 1,843,011 with 424 active meters and a 4% water loss.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,195,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,337,000 gallons.  There was 1 water leak, and 2 sewer service calls.  He also gave council CDBG water line replacement grant and TXDOT right of way water line relocation status updates.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 19 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 17 traffic stops, 16 citations & 1 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 18 new cases filed, 28 cases disposed,   
ending the month with 247 pending active cases.
d. City Secretary:  CDBG grant update: have a current draw of $16,695 to be expended the week    of January 5th & engineers are ready for the city to hire a contractor.  Will need special meeting scheduled to do this.  That was set for 1-12-26.  Also update that all the deed paperwork was signed and given to R.B. Wright to file, with Runnels County, for the sale of the west end of Pear Street.  Also, we have not heard from him regarding any other request at this time.
