3. Public Comment

4.  Miles EDC request for project approval
Paula Rankin with the Miles EDC was here with a request for Council approval of an EDC board approved project for a business grant to Cobblestone Coffee House.  The business grant would be for $8000.00 to go towards appliances for this new business.  A business plan was presented.

5.  Miles Empowerment Association basketball court project requests

Channing Balmes was here as the MEA representative, to discuss the basketball court park 
project.  She reported that the MEA board approved to take on the project.  Council and 
Channing discussed what is needed from the city to work on the project.

MOTION:  Kirk Boatright made the motion to allow the use of the land at the corner of Railroad Ave and St John Street for a basketball court development.  Tony Dillon seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

7. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,266,215 gallons from San Angelo and 2,010,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 3,433,661 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 205,400 gallons. There were 2 water leaks; no taps and 2 sewer service calls.
b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 43 calls for service, 10 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 81 traffic stops, 56 citations & 25 warnings. He updated council on our new officer.
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 53 new cases filed, 28 cases disposed and 12 arrest warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Grant updates will be delivered at the November meeting.
e. Mayor and council public comments or reports:  Mayor Travis McMillan commented that he and Casey McCartney are working with an engineering firm about a possible project with TXDOT for downtown Robinson Street rehabilitation.  They are having a meeting with TXDOT on October 21, 2021 at 9:00 a.m. 
8. Discussion/action to approve ordinance #10042021-1 of the city council of the City of Miles, Texas, amending ordinance no. 060506 which regulates peddlers, solicitors and itinerant merchants by deleting section 1-9 and replace it with a new section 1-9 allowing the fees to be established by the master fee schedule; providing for severability; providing a repealing clause; and providing an effective date.
