Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, October 7, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright and Larry Gilbert.  

There was no public comment.

Steven Montgomery from Hydro Pro Solutions was here with a presentation on automatic water meter solutions.  

Sonny McGinn, the building services coordinator from Brownwood, was here to discuss building inspector and code enforcement service needs with the Council.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to hire Sonny McGinn as the building services coordinator for the City of Miles.  Larry Gilbert Seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the September 3, 2019 regular and September 25, 2019 special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,126,581 gallons from San Angelo and 2,487,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,750,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 86,220 gallons. There were 7 water leaks, 21 new meters placed & 16 curb stops changed; 1 water tap; 1 sewer tap and 5 sewer service call.  
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department reports for the last 2 months.  In August 2018, there were 40 calls for service, 3 traffic accidents, 25 traffic stops, 23 citations & 2 warnings.  In September 2019, there were 34 calls for service, 21 traffic stops, 18 citations & 3 warnings.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 16 new cases filed and 34 cases disposed.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding the following:  3 meter re-read inquiries with discussion; 2 complaints about loose chickens; 1 neighbor parking complaint; and 10 meter re-reads from the monthly meter readings.  Amy Fischer and Quentin Watkins gave the ordinance enforcement report.  1 junk vehicle was removed and/or registered.  

Council discussed allowing a meter trial period with Zenner USA Metering Solutions for 50 trial automatic water meters that would be picked back up if the City did not go with Zenner.   No action was taken.

Council discussed our current waste water irrigation land issues.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve for Jason King, Water Superintendent, to pursue a coastal grass seeding agreement with the land owner.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0

Council reviewed a contract pricing worksheet on a new patrol vehicle for the 2019-2020 budget.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the purchase of a 2020 Chevrolet Tahoe patrol unit for a total purchase price of $18,885.00.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to adoption a Resolution authorizing an application for financial assistance from the Texas Water Development Board for water system improvements; and making certain findings in connection therewith.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


No action was taken on budget amendments, waiting until next month for final projections.

Jane Jeschke made the motion to appoint Amy Fischer as Financial investment officer, Treasurer and Chief Financial officer for the 2019-2020 fiscal year.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council reviewed and discussed an ordinance authorizing the sale of food from mobile food vendors within the city limits.  No action was taken.

Council reviewed and discussed an ordinance regulating game rooms and amusement redemption machines. 
No action was taken.



Next regular meeting was set for Tuesday, November 5, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. 


Larry Gilbert made the motion to adjourn.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
