Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Tuesday, November 5, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Pro Tem, Jane Jeschke presiding.  Council members present were Paul Sklenarik, Casey McCartney, Kirk Boatright and Larry Gilbert.  

Under public comment, Cherry Kasberg said that if the City bought the paint for the 1st street bridge, she will repaint it.  She thinks that painting it would make it look better.

Gayla Fullerton, CPA was here to introduce herself and review the proposal for the 2018-2019 audit.  After consideration, Paul Sklenarik made the motion to hire Gayla Fullerton, CPA. for the 2018-2019 audit.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Channing Balmes and Katrina Torres on behalf of the M.E.A., reported on some vandalism that has happened at the park.  They are asking for the approval to put cameras at the park.  The council discussed security and options.  The council was in agreement for the board to take whatever action they deem necessary.  No formal action was taken.

Cherry Kasberg on behalf of the Miles EDC was here with a request to get approval on a business grant project, which their board approved, to provide $5000 to Los Carlos Restaurant for assistance to replace the air conditioning system.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve this project as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed the bids for automatic water meters.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the purchase of the Master Meter system as presented by HydroPro Solutions.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council discussed loan options for the automatic water meter system.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to utilize Citizens State Bank, for the loan of up to $250,000, at an interest rate of 2% over our CD rate for 10 annual payments.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the October 7, 2019 meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Under reports:  
In the absence of water superintendent Jason King, Amy Fischer gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 982,068 gallons from San Angelo and 1,862,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 773,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 55,280 gallons. There were 11 water leaks, 5 new meters placed & 16 curb stops changed; and 2 sewer service calls.  
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 39 calls for service,   4 offense reports, 1 traffic accident, 22 traffic stops, 20 citations & 2 warnings.  

Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 30 new cases filed, 36 cases disposed and 15 warrants filed.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding the following:  1 low water pressure concern; multiple complaints about loose chickens causing problems in the neighborhoods; 1 loose dog complaint; 5 meter re-reads from the monthly meter readings; request for some crack sealing to be done to maintain our streets.
There was no ordinance enforcement report.  

Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve 2018-2019 budget amendments as presented.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council reviewed the estimate for the Weatherby Hall ceiling repairs.  No Action was taken.

After review, Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the request for the existing contract for lease of the Cauley Lane property with Will Wiggins, to be transferred to Kiley Book for the remainder of the lease, expiring 12-31-2022.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the 2019-2020 firefighting contract and agreement between Runnels County and the City of Miles, as presented.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


After reviewing the ballot for the Runnels County Appraisal District Board of Directors 2020-2021 term,  

Jane Jeschke made the motion to cast 39 votes to Greg Schwertner, by resolution.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Council reviewed and discussed an ordinance regulating game rooms and amusement redemption machines.  No action was taken.


A special election canvassing meeting was scheduled for Monday, November 11, 2019 at 10:00 a.m. and the next regular meeting was set for Monday, December 2, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. 


Kirk Boatright made the motion to adjourn.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 8:03 p.m.
