3. Public Comment
1. Laura Lewis with Senator Charles Perry’s office was here to let the council know she and Senator Perry are available to answer any questions and to help in any way.
2. Caleb Gentry spoke.  He wanted the council to know of a child welfare concern that he did not think the Police Department handled correctly.  He gave the council a copy of the police report and just wanted them to be aware of the situation.

MOTION: Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
5. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 812,419 gallons from San Angelo and 1,470,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,409,988 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 959,500 gallons. There were 3 water leaks.  
b. Police Department: Officer Timothy Proctor reported that there were 36 calls for service, 10 offense reports, 2 arrests, 1 traffic accidents, 139 traffic stops, 99 citations & 40 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 130 new cases filed, 85 cases disposed and 64 warrants filed.
d. City Council:  Jane Jeschke reported that the City has been designated as film friendly.

6. Discuss and consider adoption of a Resolution authorizing application for financial assistance from the Texas Water Development Board for water system improvements

8. Discussion and action on water & sewer projects that need attention and expense approval
a. Kasberg addition water line loop – Alan updated council where he is with the planning of this project.  It was reported that the line location will begin this week and no other supplies are needed to purchase at this time.
b. Sewer tap (100 block of Broadway) – Alan updated council where he is with the planning and explained the complexity this project has created.  He will need pipe and supplies for this project.  
c. Sewer tap (700 block of Ferguson) – Alan updated council where he was with the planning of this project. He will need pipe and supplies.  MOTION: Casey McCartney made the motion to purchase the needed sewer pipe, fittings and supplies needed to complete items B&C as presented.  Janice Alexander seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 
d. Sewer jet machine purchase – Alan updated council on the grant process for the purchase of this machine.  The City is working with GrantWorks to start the correct procurement processes in order to purchase this machine with American Rescue Act funds that the city has received.
e. Generator purchase – Alan updated council on the grant process for the purchase of this equipment.  The City is working with GrantWorks to start the correct procurement processes in order to purchase this machine with American Rescue Act funds that the city has received.
