1. Call to order
With a quorum of the City Council members present, Mayor Tammy Pitt, called the regular session of the Miles City Council to order at 6:33 p.m. on Monday, April 3, 2023 in the Miles City Hall, 110 N. Robinson, Miles, Tx. 76861.
2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Janice Alexander led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment

4. Lee Gilbert with dog/nuisance complaints and dog ordinance questions and concerns

Mr. Gilbert was not able to attend.  City secretary explained to council that the complaint had to do with Mr. Gilbert having ordinance questions and would like to see harsher punishment enforced for pet owners, that were non-complaint on loose dog situations.  Discussion with the Police chief revealed that the current issue at hand was being handled, and the dog owners were taking action on securing their dogs to their properties.  
5. Mary Ann Tankersley and Patricia Hohensee with request for City involvement in the Miles meals for the elderly program.
Mary Ann Tankersley along with 2 representatives of the Meals for the Elderly out of San Angelo attended to talk to Council about the program and organization needs.  This program is out of San Angelo and serves home delivered meals to the homebound recipients in the Miles area.  They updated council on their fundraising activities and wanted the City to be aware of the needs of the organization.  They would like for the city to help publicize the needs of the agency when they have events and also help to promote their services in the area.  Mary Ann expressed concern that she is needing to back away from her roll with the local organization and needs someone to take over the role of area delivery organizer.  She specifically asked if the city employees could take on this roll.  Council addressed her that the City would do everything in our power to help promote events, and can direct public in the right direction if questions arose, but that the city employees would not be taking on any active organization rolls.

7. Informational Department Reports  
a. Water Superintendent:  Alan Truelove reported that the city used 935,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,169,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 939,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 911,000 gallons.  There were 2 meters changed and 1 water tap placed.
b. Police Department:  Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 26 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 1 traffic accident, 118 traffic stops, 83 citations & 35 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 89 new cases filed, 86 cases disposed, and
20 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Runnels County night out is scheduled for 8-1-23, the city qualified for the next application phase of the 2023 Transportation alternatives TXDOT grant, CDBG grant update.
e. Mayor or City council:  Council member Jeschke reported that an area filming producer is planning on recording some film clips in Miles soon.  She also reported that the Runnels County Film Festival will be in Miles this year, on June 10th and 11th.

8. Discussion/action - consider holding a city election in November 2023 to reauthorize the local sales and use tax at the rate of ¼ of 1% to continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal streets.
