2. Prayer & Pledge of Allegiance


Jane Jeschke led the opening prayer and pledge of allegiance.
3. Public Comment
a) Katrina Torres was here and thanked the city workers for donating their time and efforts to move dirt and helping the contractor start the pad for the basketball court.  Also thanked the cemetery association for donating dirt.
b) Michael Janousek thanked the city workers for their quick work and for being thorough in fixing the road that intersects with his property on 8th street.
4. Discuss and consider an ordinance regulating curfew hours at the City Parks

Council discussed and reviewed an ordinance regulating curfew hours for the parks.

MOTION:  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve an ordinance for the purpose of regulating the health, safety and welfare of the city’s parks, and setting curfew hours.  Janice Alexander seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

5. Discuss and consider funds to be allocated to the Miles Empowerment association for the 

multi-purpose court project.

Council discussed the city multi-purpose court project that the Miles Empowerment association has taken on.  Expenses have become more than projected.


MOTION:  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to allocate up to $4000 for these expenses.


Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

6. Discuss/consider Economic Development request to allocate funds for new highway signage; advertising the City, local events and businesses in order to help boost visitor attraction and increase sales tax.

Paula Rankin and Michael Janousek, with the Miles Economic Development Corporation, were here to present an EDC project request, and to ask for approval to spend funds to purchase and install new highway signage.
MOTION:  Casey McCartney made the motion to allow up to $20,000 for the sign project as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

a. Water Superintendent:   Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,284,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,217,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,295,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 845,000 gallons. There was 1 water leak, 
2 curb stops changed and 2 sewer service calls.

b. Police Department: Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 34
 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 1 arrest, 138 traffic stops, 101 citations & 37 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 114 new cases filed, 77 cases disposed.
d. City Secretary:  Report on request for funds for downtown flower pots.
e. Mayor or council:  Jane Jeschke reported that she was contacted by a production company that works in Arizona and California for information about Miles for a possible film. Jane sent an information page and will supply any follow-up information that might be needed.   Jane also reported that the world premiere of the movie Bud, will be on May 18, 2024 at Catch Pen.
