a. Water Superintendent:  Alan Truelove reported that the city used 1,287,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,477,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,234,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 1,093,000 gallons.  There were 5 water leaks and 1 sewer service call.
b. Police Department:  Chief Quentin Watkins reported that there were 33 calls for service, 4 offense reports, 1 arrest, 1 traffic accident, 109 traffic stops, 89 citations & 20 warnings.  
c. Municipal Court:  Amy Fischer reported that there were 99 new cases filed, 70 cases disposed, and
22 warrants issued.
d. City Secretary:  Amy reported on the current status and progression of the grants that are in the works; some street ownership issues have been brought to the City’s attention; 2 requests have been received requesting subdivision development regulations.  The matters are being worked on with the City Attorney and will be on a subsequent agenda for the city to determine a course of action.
e. Mayor or City council:  Council member Jane Jeschke reported that the film festival that was going to be in Miles, has been cancelled.
