Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, July 1, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Kirk Boatright, Casey McCartney and Larry Gilbert.  

Under public comment, Channing Balmes updated council on the updates to the city park.

Doug Burks with the West Texas Council of Governments was here with a presentation regarding Code enforcement.  He explained substandard structure code enforcement and other code enforcement and the services that he could provide.  He could work with, and on behalf of the City, to help with whatever code enforcement needs they would like for him to help with.  The council will take this information under advisement.



 Cherry Kasberg, on behalf of the Miles EDC, was here with the request to get Council approval on the EDC Board approved projects that consist of providing $2425 to Sister’s Funky Junk and $5400 to Smart Start Day Care to aid in Business Expansion.   Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the project to Sister’s Funky Junk.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion Carried 5-0.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the project to Smart Start Day Care.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Tom Gill from Kamstrup Metering Solutions was here with a presentation on automatic water meter solutions.  Council will take this information under advisement.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the June 3, 2019 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 1,047,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,127,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 739,000 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 186,660 gallons. There were 3 water leaks, 3 new meters placed & 3 curb stops changed; 1 water tap; 1 sewer tap and 3 sewer service call.  He gave council the most recent TCEQ inspection report. 
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 32 calls for service, 2 traffic accidents, 59 traffic stops, 56 citations & 3 warnings.  He updated council on the age and mileage of the patrol vehicles.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 52 new cases filed; 35 cases disposed and 1 case appealed.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding the following:  1 water leak on a meter; 1 meter re-read & discussion request; 2 complaints about loose dogs; 2 pot hole complaints; 15 meter re-reads from the monthly meter readings; 1 building permit; 1 junk car complaint; 2 property nuisance complaints; 1 sewer backup call; 1 stop sign needs replacing call.

Amy Fischer gave the ordinance enforcement report.  There were 2 nuisance courtesy calls and 2 junk car courtesy calls.  3 nuisance issues were rectified and 5 junk cars were removed.  

Jason King, Water superintendent, explained that the sewer plant imhoff tank needs to be cleaned out.  No action was taken at this time until further information is reviewed.  

Jason King presented an estimate from the Scott’s Contracting Company for pothole repair. Council discussed potholes and the need for help with this problem.  Larry Gilbert made the motion to hire this company for one day or up to 10 hours of pothole repairs.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried.

Council discussed the repairs needed to the sunroof at the Weatherby Hall.  No action was taken.  

Council discussed 2019 paving. A problem arose with a water line on Church Street after the paving was set. The intersection of Pear & Church and the edges on Church from Pear to Fir will need to wait until next paving session because of a needed water line replacement.  Council discussed alternative streets.  Council agreed to change this to paving the remainder of Kasberg addition.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the joint election agreement and contract with Runnels County for the November 5, 2019 general election.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Next regular meeting was set for Monday, August 5, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. 


Larry Gilbert made the motion to adjourn.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 9:33 p.m.
