Minutes of the Miles City Council   
    
The Miles City Council held its regular meeting on Monday, August 5, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Paul Sklenarik, Kirk Boatright, Casey McCartney and Larry Gilbert.  

There was no public comment.

Dwayne Milligan with Zenner USA was here with a presentation on automatic water meter solutions.  Council will take this information under advisement.

Friscilla Carmichael, owner of block 31 Boykin 1st addition, and her brother, Mike Tounget were here to discuss the west end of 3rd street and a request to convey said property to the adjoining property owners.  Mac & Lisa Lyckman, owners of 301 Lewin, were here to speak under public comment, on this topic.  When they purchased 301 Lewin, their records show that the west end of “former 3rd street” was in their survey, warranty deed and was conveyed to them.  After they found out, a couple of months ago, that this land was sold to them under false pretenses, this matter had been turned over to their attorney to take care of their deed and title issue.  They are asking the council to table the issue of the west end of 3rd street until their legal matter is settled.  Council went into Executive Session at 7:52 p.m. as authorized by the Texas Government Code section 551.072 to deliberate about real property.  Council came out of Executive Session at 9:02 p.m.  The Lyckman’s were asked back in and asked for a copy of their survey to help get this matter resolved.  There was no action taken on this agenda item.

Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the July 1, 2019 regular meeting, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Under reports:  
Jason King gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 700,000 gallons from San Angelo and 2,583,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 167,347 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 186,660 gallons. There were 6 water leaks, 2 new meters placed & 1 curb stops changed; 1 water tap; 1 sewer tap and 1 sewer service call.  He reported on our work order process that all requests need to be reported to City hall so nothing is misplaced or forgotten.  He reported on the regular TCEQ inspection.  He reported the process of the sewer project on 7th & Lewin.  He also reported on the bidding from Scott Contracting for pot hole repair, that was hired at the last meeting, to repair potholes.  There was a misunderstanding in the charging and more information is needed before he feels the City could benefit from this service.
Police Chief Quentin Watkins gave the police department report.  There were 48 calls for service, 2 traffic accidents, 18 traffic stops, 16 citations & 2 warnings.  He reported on a training that is required for a law that starts in September 2019.
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 16 new cases filed; 42 cases disposed and 8 cases appealed.
Amy Fischer gave the City Secretary report and report of complaints and customer requests regarding the following:  2 water leaks; 1 meter re-read with discussion; 5 complaints about loose dogs; 2 dog welfare complaints; 1 complaint about an unfinished sewer repair; and 14 meter re-reads from the monthly meter readings.  Amy also reported that the fire phone line of 468-3411 is being transferred from the City to Sklenarik’s Smoked Meats, per their request, for an unknown term, since that number is being phased out and they will control when that stops.
Amy Fischer and Quentin Watkins gave the ordinance enforcement report.  There were            8 nuisance courtesy letters, 3 junk car courtesy letters, 3 junk car ten day certified letters, 2 loose dog courtesy letters, 2 loose dog ten day certified letters, 1 citation written for loose dog.  2 nuisance issues were rectified, 1 nuisance is being worked on and 7 junk cars were removed and/or registered.  

Council reviewed the 2019-2020 Runnels County dispatch services agreement from Runnels County.  Through this renewal the County is requesting for the City of Miles to increase their dispatch services budget support from $10,000 per year to $25,000.  No action was taken.

Council discussed the option to hire Doug Burks with the West Texas Council of Governments to help the City with substandard structure enforcement.  No action was taken.

Council discussed the repairs needed to the skylight and ceiling at the Weatherby Hall.  One estimate was reviewed from Havlak homes.  No action was taken.

Council discussed further sidewalk repair.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to replace 393 feet of sidewalk along Robinson Street, north of 8th street as measured and presented; and the curb on 2nd & Robinson.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council discussed allowing Kamstrup Metering Solutions to install their 10 free automatic water meters, Paul Sklenarik made the motion to allow the installation to try out this automated system.  Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Amy Fischer and Jason King talked to council about the need for improved regulations and requirements for building permitting; improved building inspections; street development; water & sewer infrastructure development for the increase in city development.  Several examples of new construction were discussed.  The City will have a special meeting with the City Attorney in the near future to discuss this matter further.

Council reviewed the nominations of the Miles Economic Development Board for 2019-2020.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the nominations of Cherry Kasberg, Donna Glass and Elaine Baca as presented.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to order the November 5, 2019 regular election.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Jane Jeschke made the motion to appoint Shanna Smith as the early voting clerk for the November 5, 2019 election.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.


Budget workshop was set for Monday, August 12, 2019 at 5:30 p.m.

Next regular meeting was set for Tuesday, September 3, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. 


Jane Jeschke made the motion to adjourn.  Larry Gilbert seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. Council adjourned at 11:16 p.m.
