Minutes of the Miles City Council

     The Miles City Council held a special meeting on November 11, 2019 at 10:00 a.m. in the Miles City Hall.  Mayor Sylvester Schwertner called the meeting to order showing council members Paul Sklenarik, Kirk Boatright, Jane Jeschke and Casey McCartney present.  Larry Gilbert was absent.
     The Council reviewed the 11-5-2019 election returns provided by the election administrator of Runnels County.  The purpose of the election was to elect Mayor, 2 Alderman and to vote to reauthorize the local sales and use tax at the rate of one-fourth of one percent to continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal streets.  The Mayor vote for Travis McMillan was uncontested with 83 votes, Alderman vote count was as follows:  Vanessa Peaslee (24), Larry Gilbert (51) and Paul Sklenarik (97) with the top 2 getting a position. The proposition passed 93 for and with 17 against.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to adopt a resolution of the City of Miles, Texas, canvasing the returns and declaring the results of the General Elections for the offices of Mayor, 2 Alderman and to vote to reauthorize the local sales and use tax at the rate of one-fourth of one percent to continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal streets, held on November 5, 2019.  
Casey McCartney seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to adjourn.  Kirk Boatright seconded.  Motion carried
