Public Hearing

     A public hearing to discuss the tax rate and the proposed budgets for the 2018-2019 fiscal year was called to order by Mayor Sylvester Schwertner on Tuesday, September 4, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. in the Miles City Hall.  Water Superintendent, Clinton McIntosh, presented council with updated numbers for a project budgeted in sewer projects and repairs.  After the public discussion, council moved $50,000 from the water supplies & repairs line item to the sewer supplies & repair line item.  This move did not change any final totals.  
The public hearing closed at 6:43 p.m.
Regular Meeting
     The Miles City Council held a regular meeting on Tuesday, September 4, 2018 beginning at 6:44 p.m. in the Miles City Hall with Mayor Sylvester Schwertner presiding.  Council members present were Jane Jeschke, Bobby Kasberg, Paul Sklenarik and Juan Ornelas.  Tony Dillon was absent.  
     Under public comment, Mike Tounget asked where the City was at, on the land use agreements that he asked about at the previous meeting.  Mayor Schwertner said that the matter would be addressed at a later date.     
     Consent agenda items consisted of the minutes of the August 6th regular and the August 13th special meetings, monthly finance reports, monthly employee pay reports and current bills due.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0. 
Under reports:  
Clinton McIntosh gave the water superintendent report.  The city used 2,011,000 gallons from San Angelo and 1,498,000 gallons from wells.  The influent to the waste water treatment plant was 1,601,500 gallons.  Irrigated waste water used was 803,550 gallons.  
Chief Quentin Watkins gave the Police Department report.  There were 18 calls for service, 1 traffic

     accident, 26 traffic stops, 20 citations and 6 warnings issued. 
Amy Fischer gave the Municipal Court report.  There were 24 cases filed, 44 cases completed, 1 case 
     appealed and 24 arrest warrants filed.  

Under junk car, nuisance & substandard structure ordinance violation reporting; during the months of 
     July & August there where 14 certified letters sent; 6 being for nuisance and 8 being for junk cars.  To date,
     5 of the nuisance violations were satisfactorily taken care of and 1 junk car was removed.
     Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve continued coverage for City employees with TML for 2018-2019.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

     Council discussed different options on dump trailers presented by Water Superintendent Clinton McIntosh.  Jane Jeschke made the motion to purchase the trailer as presented from Century Trailer.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

     Juan Ornelas made the motion to ratify the property tax increase reflected in the proposed budget for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2018 and ending September 30, 2019, which raises more revenue from property taxes than the previous year’s budget.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
     Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve the 2018-2019 budgets as presented.  This budget will raise more revenue from property taxes than last year’s budget by an amount of $5,939.00, which is a 7.24 percent increase from last year’s budget.  The property tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year is $1,582.00.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
     Paul Sklenarik made the motion to approve Ordinance #09042018 adopting the property tax rate of $0.319058.  This tax rate will raise more taxes for maintenance and operations than last year’s tax rate.  The tax rate will effectively be raised by 5.32 percent and will raise taxes for maintenance and operations on a $100,000 home by approximately $-16.12.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

     Budget amendments were tabled until the October meeting.

     Council reviewed the Miles Economic Development 2018-2019 proposed budget.  Juan Ornelas made the motion to approve this as presented.  Jane Jeschke seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
     Council reviewed concrete bids for the Kasberg addition street repair.  Paul Sklenarik made the motion to hire Carson Concrete for the job.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
     Jane Jeschke made the motion to close 1st street and all adjoining intersections as necessary for cotton festival on 9-8-2018.  Juan Ornelas seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.    
     Council discussed an ordinance authorizing special events and street closure by permit.  This matter was tabled until October meeting.

     Jane Jeschke made the motion to approve an AEP easement and right of way through the City sewer plant as presented.  Paul Sklenarik seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

     Next regular meeting scheduled for October 1, 2018 at 6:30 p.m.     

     Juan Ornelas made the motion to adjourn.  Bobby Kasberg seconded.  Motion carried 4-0. Council adjourned at 7:44 p.m.
